English 
Translations Only, No Original TextsBy JB in MarylandOverall a useful compendium and listener's companion, with 
historic and interpretive notes on each of Schubert's 600+ Lieder. Potential buyers should be forewarned, however, 
that song texts are only offered in English translations not their (usually) German originals. Doubtless this choice was 
made to limit the size of the book, but it also prevents it from being quite as helpful a guide as it might have been.

This reference book provides an encyclopaedic guide to every song by Schubert for solo voice and piano, 600 in all, 
including different versions, unfinished songs and variants.
